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Reflections from Pastor Cathy …  

 If there is a recurring theme that pastors talk about and revisit 
over and over (especially Methodist pastors).  It is the theme of 
Grace – God’s surprising love for all of creation and for each of 
us individually.  Theologically speaking—prevenient, justifying, 
and sanctifying grace. 
 Basically, the way most of us learn about God’s grace is 
through the people in our lives and through creation.  But how 
often do we recognize such grace – gratitude for both the big and 
the small acts of kindness and love in our lives? 
 I have read newspaper articles and watched on TV what has 
been labeled ―random acts of kindness‖.  Like the time I read 
about a young military man enjoying a meal in a restaurant with 
his family; when it came time to pay the bill, someone had al-
ready done so. Or a perfect stranger donating a kidney so some-
one on dialysis can live a healthier life.  Or, in 2006, when there 
was a string of Starbucks drinks already paid for in the drive-thru 
lane by the person ahead of them.  An article I read stated: 
―Events like those don't typically make news. There's no Samari-
tan Index to say whether anonymous good deeds are up 11 per-
cent or down 2 percent from last year, or whether Seattle ranks 
7th or 77th in per-capita goodness.” Grace cannot be measured, 
nor should it be, no matter how much our scientific minds may 
want to quantify it. What about you?  Have you been the benefi-
ciary of an anonymous good deed? 
 If I look back over the tapestry of my life, there have been 
many moments that I have experienced God’s grace through the 
love and care of other people.  But I had an experience two weeks 
ago that was so humbling, so surprising, so unexpected, that 
drove home my understanding of sanctifying grace in a lasting 
way.  The beautiful thing about it is that it wasn’t just for me; it 
was shared among a group of my friends who also had an amaz-
ing experience of grace from a person they didn’t even know.  
Beyond offering a very humble thank you, because I knew where 
the surprising grace had come from, this profound experience 
simply invites me to become more aware of those moments—
great and small—where I can bring joy to someone’s life, and 
perhaps give them a sense of God’s great love for them.
